It is
known, however, that this JOHANN FAST married an Anna Allert in
Liebenbruch on February 20, 1806. Liebenbruch was an unincorporated
agricultural settlement about 2 kilometers from the Dohna family
palace at Finckenstein, Kreis Rosenberg. Johann was a mennonite

by religion and a kuhpachter by occupation. Anna Allert was also
a Mennonite who came from the Lichtfelde area, West Prussia.

Five children were born to the JOHANN FAST family before they
emigrated to the Ukraine(Russia), Molotschna Colony either during
1818 or 1819. Names of the children, their place of birth, and
